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In a recent social media post, the Sisters of Saint Dominic of Caldwell (https://caldwellop.org/)
reminded followers of the theme of the recently completed National Catholic Schools Week
(1/30-2/5): “Catholic Schools: Faith. Excellence. Service.” This theme encompasses the core values of
all Catholic schools; specific to our school, Prayer (Faith) and Mission (Service) - along with

Community and Study - are our Pillars. That post from 1/30/22 reads (in part), “In a world that
